I was born in Bilbao where I studied IT. In 2001, I moved to London and in
my late 20s I discovered the performing arts inspired by clowns like Avner
the Eccentric and Fraser Hooper. After learning circus skills and
beginning performing in Covent Garden I went onto training for four
years at the Desmond Jones School of Mime and Physical Theatre and
the International School of Corporeal Mime. Later I discovered the
Pochinko technique and felt in love with clowning. In 2010 I joined
Moving Pieces, drawn to the idea of creating theatre based on the actor's
personal universe. 

I've worked with artists like Jonathan Young or Jamie Wood, with whom
I have recently collaborated on the creation of my solo show, Tomatoes
Don't Fly. I’ve performed for both adult and family audiences at festivals
and venues which include Stroossefestival (Luxembourg), Festival Danse
(France), Festival of Social Science (University of Holloway, London),
Amman Children’s Museum (Jordan), Brighton Fringe, Fringe
Theatrefest (UK) and London International Clown Festival, among
others.

Additionally, I’ve worked professionally as a Clown Doctor for 15 years
with the Theodora Foundation, initially in the UK and since 2022 in
Barcelona, where I now live.
